“Biblical science fiction” is how author Philip Stott describes his novel Another World. “Evil 
continually” is how both Stott and the Scriptures describe the pre-flood world as depicted in Genesis 6:5-6. 

Accomplished scientist, Biblical creationist, and teacher Philip Stott drops the reader into a world of 
breathtaking contrasts where humans can look forward to long natural life spans—if not interrupted by violent 
deaths. Rape, murder, slavery, and savagery are the welcomed norm—while voices calling for morality, justice, 
or righteousness are decried and/or brutally stilled. Dinosaurs roam a rainless but nevertheless fruitful landscape 
of floating forests—while powerful magnetic fields are harnessed to produce technologies far exceeding our 
own. 

Stott’s Another World settings are not simply plucked out of a writer’s fertile imagination, but are 
woven from Biblical aspects combined with scientific ideas and archeological findings. Stott says the bare 
bones of his story are certain because they are derived from God’s Word: Ideas such as man lived alongside the 
huge creatures of Job 40 and 41 (“behemoths”) and Noah’s flood was worldwide. “The ideas taken from 
‘scientists’ are less certain,” said Stott. “Scientists are fallible, and like everyone else, are liable to make 
mistakes, and are still learning.” Even so, Stott provides an exhaustive appendix of theories and their 
originators. 

Another World climaxes with the Great Flood, which Nordskog publisher, Gerald Christian Nordskog, 
calls history’s fourth most important event and mankind’s second greatest tragedy. “The Flood era may equal or 
surpass all the combined atrocities and evil of history since,” said Nordskog. “That God would justly destroy 
nearly the entire human population to protect the last remaining righteous few boggles the mind and wrenches 
the heart.” 

Philip Stott did not always endorse the Scriptures as true. Born in England, Stott obtained B.S and M.S. 
degrees in Civil Engineering from Manchester University, going on to study all aspects of science from biology 
to mathematics and astronomy. After many years as a firm atheist, Stott was converted to Christianity in 1976. 
After studying the conflicting claims of secular science and Scripture, he entered the Creation/evolution debate.
